Columbia (Lancaster Co) - 1849:8/22. On route 30 at theq@elsanna river. The 4/26/1814 entry of
Christian Newcomer's diary reads, "Today | rod@udgh Columbia. They are building a bridge acres t
Susquehanna River at this place; this is a wonbenidertaking; where will the inventive genius adumstop?"
Regular UB preaching began here in 1846, and thgregation erected its first building in 1860 onripe

The UM church here was formerly Methodist.

Unionville [Union Mills] (MD) - 1848:6/13. In Carroll Co, 1files southeast of Littlestown on the road to
Baltimore.

Updegroff - 1850:6/14. A resident of Estherton, Dauphin Co.

Waynesburg [McVeytown] (Mifflin Co) - 1850:6/1. To arrive herfrom the west, Raber passed the UB
church at the eastern boundary of Wayne twp. TB&7 building of the Wayne UM church is the oldest
existing UB building in use in the conference. oie time there was also a UB church in McVeytowected
shortly before 1900 at the southeast corner of btaakd Cresswell. It is now a double house, aadtlginal
sanctuary mural is reported to exist behind theaiggswall. The Methodist congregation here orgeaiin
1832 and two years later dedicated a small chuiddibg replaced by the present brick structur&8i4.

Westminster (MD) - 1848:6/13. In Carroll Co, 20 miles southeafsLittlestown on the road to Baltimore.
Winebrenner (denomination) - 1850:11/1, 1851:7/6 9/8, 1852:6fficially known as the Churches of God
(General Eldership), the denomination was begutaimisburg in 1830 by Reformed pastor John Wineatgen
(1797-1860), whose revivalistic methods were nateptable to the church of his ordination. He whs o
kindred spirit with the UB's and a close friend twilacob Erb, who re-baptized Winebrenner in the
Susquehanna 7/4/1830 to complete his break witfomser denomination. His inclinations toward fokept
him from identifying completely with the more openminded and less structured UB's. Winebrennengty
promoted adult baptism by immersion, for exampleilethe UB's left such matters to individual cdasce.
